CHECKING-IN/OUT OF MAPLE HALL

You will receive a Maple Hall Registration Packet prior to moving into the residence hall. In the
Registration Packet you will find forms that need to be filled out by both you and your parents.

When all forms have been filled out, a key to your assigned room will be issued to you. The Maple Hall
Check In/Out Form tells us what condition your room was in physically at the beginning of the year. This

through for repairs. Please fill this form out thoroughly to avoid being charged for pre-existing damages
in your room prior to moving. When checking out or changing rooms, it is important to follow the Check
In/Out Form procedure. Pick up the Check In/Out Form from the Dean, thoroughly clean your room and
sign. The Dean will check the room for damages after the dorm is closed or the room is vacated. Any
damages will be taken from your $150.00 dorm room deposit. If damages exceed this amount, you will be
charged the price to repair the damages, or applicable fines will be applied to your account. Return your
room key to the Dean. Failure to follow the checkout procedure will result in additional charges to your
account.

Keys: When you hand in your completed Check-In Form, you will also receive a key to your room. You
are responsible for your key. There is a $40.00 charge for the cost of re-keying your room. If you would
like an additional copy of your room key, Plant Service will make a copy at a fee of $5.00. Failure to return
your key(s) will cost you $15.00. For a variety of reasons, please when you are not in your room, keep it
locked. Maple Hall/PAA is not responsible for any lost or stolen articles.

VEHICLES: Vehicles must be registered with Plant ServicesandthA $ AAT 6 O / AEFEAAS8 91 O |
vehicle on the east side of Maple Hall in the designated Maple Hall Parking. Parking or driving on the

lawns or sidewalks is not permitted. If you have a car and would like to take other residents with you, you

must:

WHEN MOVING OUT OF THE DORM AT THE END OF THE SCHOOL YEAR, KEEP IN MIND THAT THERE
WILL BE NO CHECKING OUT OF THE DORM FROM FRIDAY EVENING TIL SUNDAY MORNING. DO NOT
BOOK YOUR AIRLINE TICKET SO THAT YOU WILL BE LEAVING DURING THE SABBATH HOURS.

SNACK SHOP: The Snack Shop is where you get breakfast and meals not provided in the cafe. Breakfastis
served during the CUC school year from 6 am to 9 am. These hours also change in May when there are
fewer students on Campus.

PHYSICAL EDUCATION CENTRE: Only indoor gym shoes with non-marking soles will be allowed in the
gym. The gym is equipped with basketball, volleyball, and badminton courts, and a rock wall. The weight
room is well equipped and if you are interested in joining, you can charge the membership fee to your bill.

POOL: The pool is located in the PE Centre. There is lap swimming in the morning and noon, with a free
swim from 6 Z 8:30 pm in the evening.

OUTDOOR ICE RINK: The outdoor ice rink is beside of the gymnasium/pool complex. It is usually open
from November to February depending on the weather.

LIBRARY: The library is available for all PAA and CUC students. It can be accessed during regular hours
and study hall for computer work or home work.

This includes
managing time for maintaining a clean dorm
room, homework, friendships, and spiritual
development. This is not always an easy balance
to achieve, but it can be done.

LIGHTS OUT:

Worship ServicesYour presence is a requirement
at all dorm worships and weekend Religious
Services. The Hall RA on your hall will be checking
for your presence at the dorm worships. The Deans
will be scanning your ID card for your attendance at
all the weekend Religious Services. The purpose for
the worship program is to provide spiritual food
and support residents with their spiritual journey,
to grow together as a Christian family. Arriving late
to any of these services will constitute a tardy.

This label must contain the name and place of business of the
seller, the D.I.N. (Drug Identification Number). The parent or guardian must complete the
Prescription Medication Information and Consent Form available at the dormitory.

9 A parent or guardian may authorize the Dean on duty/School Administration to administer
non-prescription medications during the school day, while engaged in school activities or as a
resident on the campus by completing the appropriate section of the Consent for Medical
Treatment Form.

9 Students may keep vitamins in their dormitory rooms. If a student is found to have non-
prescription and/or prescription medication in their rooms we, the Deans, reserve the right to
confiscate these items. The exception to this is if a student has a confirmed diagnosis of
Asthma/Diabetes and needs their raler/insulin or EpiPen with them at all times.

9 The school will not become involved in non-therapeutic or homeopathic dispensing of
herbal/non-traditional medications if a Drug Identification Number is not on the label.
