Objectives:


The students in English 30-1 should:

a) Develop the ability to listen, speak, read, and write with insight, discrimination, and imagination for the end result of personal satisfaction and enjoyment.

b) Not only learn the skills of essay writing, but also to evaluate written work

c) Write essays that are skillful in organization and development, thematic, and edited for faulty mechanics, unity, coherence, emphasis and proportion.

d) Understand that the study of literature involves: initial reading of material, personal response, sufficient thoughtful consideration to ensure understanding, sharing of one’s response with others, orally and/or in writing personal, social, or critical evaluation.

e) Understand the author’s purpose, make inferences and understand illusions, symbols, and parallelism.

f) Understand literary form, structure and style so as to make an informed critical response.

g) Read wit the aim of gaining insight into man, his world and his Creator.  “All great literature is religious: it means of either man discovering God or man discovering himself.”
h) Be able to analyze and develop an appreciation for poetry.

i) Develop clarity of thought especially in dealing with abstract ideas.
Course Content:


This course consists of a study of literature including: Poetry, Drama, the Short Story, the essay, the Novel, and Non-fiction.  Much emphasis is placed on developing effective communication skills, particularly writing.  The course will sometime entertain you, sometimes bore you, and sometimes frustrate you, but hopefully it will make you a little more educated in the finer aspects of the English language.

Course Description:


This course is designed to enhance the students’ communication skills in the areas of reading, writing, listening and speaking.  It is expected that students will identify connections between their own ideas, experiences, and knowledge to the literature in which they will be exposed within the class.  Through interaction with the text, students will use language to explore thoughts, ideas, feelings, and experiences to prepare for their roles in this world and the world to come.

Teaching/Learning Methodologies:


There are a number of activities designed to strengthen students’ speaking, listening, viewing, representing, reading, and writing skills.  Some of these activities, including oral reading, groups discussions, role-playing, video and oral presentations will be implemented throughout the course.  In addition, there will be emphasis on reading comprehension, sentence structure and mechanics.  Thus, students will be expected to participate in grammar, punctuation, usage, and vocabulary exercises.
